Current Market 
 

We are currently seeing a softened cattle market due to grain prices being through 
the roof, with large exports of grain going to China, also, fat cattle prices were down 
this week by approximately $150 CAD per head, when you figure in the currency 
conversion. The cost of gain per animal has gone from $1.00 per pound to $1.20+ 
per pound. Furthermore, the upcoming American election is causing uncertainty in 
the markets and we all know the markets don’t like uncertainty. However, regardless 
of the market volatility we are experiencing, the prices that cattle are bringing when 
going through BC Livestock Co-op are still at a premium compared to all other mar-
kets in Canada, especially taking location into consideration.

Williams Lake set one incredible pace with our In-House Video sales and Special 
Calf sale. We pushed the head count to 6000 hd. We rolled into action on Wednes-
day with the 141 Mile Ranch’s Video Sale of quality calves. Their 1st liner load of 
90 s/c, called to weigh 675 lb, strong and good, sold to 200.00. Next, 105 hd of their 
565 lb Hereford & Blk Baldie s/c raced to 207.50. Another 105 hd of their 550 lb h/c 
set the price bar at 185.00. Our next video sale was for the Woodjam Ranch who 
showcased their 600 lb, Simm / Angus x s/c, 105 hd, that powered to 203.50.

1,908 hd of calves were sold in the Presort sale in Vanderhoof on Friday. 181 hd of  
cattle were sold in the regular sale that followed. Calves sorted up extremely well, 
with 6 full tridem loads being offered in individual lots. Red exotic x s/c, at 567 lb, 
sold at 208.00, s/c at 639 lb fetched 194.75, s/c at 697 lb brought 195.00, and the 
big boys at 791 lb were 190.00. The red exotic x h/c, at 502 lb, traded at 180.50, 
582 lb at 180.00, and 645 lb at 171.75. On the British side, Red and Blk s/c, a full 
load at 492 lb, commanded 222.00, another load at 568 lb returned 207.00, the 
632 lb load reached 195.00, and 707 lb s/c stopped at 195.00. Red and Blk h/c, at 
424 lb, sold to 200.00, the load of 488 lb h/c saw 187.25, another load at 557 lb 
sold to 180.50, and 638 lb h/c reached 174.25. Tan s/c weighing 507 lb rose to
