Kamloops Reqular Sale April 21, 2026

Another super Kamloops sale this week, with 564 head on offer. Grass cattle demand is
still showing strong, and top trade on butcher cattle held solid as well. Hellevang
Farms from Pemberton opened the sale with strong 1,093 1b steers that flew to
44400 and their 810 Ib steers made 550.00. Schilling Farms showcased beautiful
129 b heifers selling to 554.00. Howard Smith & Margaret Young brought their
grasser heifers in from Grand Forks. The first big blast of black and black baldies
weighed 829 1b and reached 477.50, while their tan 793 Ib heifers fetched 522.50. Ni-
cola Ranch filled the ring with 612 Ib fancy Black Angus heifers selling to 680.00.
Their 529 Ib black heifers topped 752.50, and their 1,130 Ib heiferettes brought 395.00.
Battle Creek Ranch’s 2,130 1b grey bull sold to 277.00. Willow Ranch had 1,460
Ib butcher cows sell to 245.00, while their 1,970 b black bull hit 280.00. Beaver
Ranch sold 758 Ib black steers to 582.50.
