Kamloops Reqular Sale May 5, 2026

A massive May sale for Kamloops this week with 1,1TT head crossing our ring. A little
of everything up for grabs — 90 cow/calf pairs with a beautiful dispersal from
Keith & Marnie Manders of Summerland, 12 yearling semen-tested bulls, grass
cattle, butcher cattle, and a good lot of bottle calves. The day kicked off
with Douglas Lake Cattle Company selling a ring full of 705 Ib black and black
baldie heifers that raced to 600.00. They were followed up with the twin sisters
weighing 709 Ib and fetching 607.00. Their 701 1b Hereford heifers found their home at
572.00. Louise De Marni sold 505 Ib black heifers to 707.50. Brian Foley
Jr. saw his 580 Ib steer calf make 710.00. Jamie and Maureen Janzen of Clinton had
58T Ib heifers sell for 600.00, and their big 800 1b heifer saw 470.00. Pemberton
Meadows Natural Beef saw their 933 Ib black steers fetch 485.00, and their 125
Ib steers top 615.00. When we reached 11 a.m. the Manders dispersal pairs walked
into the ring. Seven young black pairs sold to 7,900.00, then the next set settled in at
8,000.00. The top set of mature pairs found their home at 6,800.00. Their 3-year-old
Gelbvieh bull made 6,500.00, and their 2-year-old Black Angus bull brought 8500.00.
Most pairs went on to trade from 5,200.00 to 6,500.00. Ken Ayre’s yearling Black An-
gus bulls traded from 6,600.00 to 8,250.00, with an average just over 7,000.00. One
Plus Cattle Co. from Westwold brought 675 Ib black and black baldie replacement-
caliber heifers that ripped to 631.00, and their good black 617 lb grass heifers sold to
634.00. K good run of bottle calves topped at 2,200.00, with a similar average to last
sale around 1,300.00. Bill Boltz from Midway sold his good 940 Ib steers for 487.50;
his 621 Ib heifers saw 635.00. Greg Goodanetz’s fancy 976 Ib replacement heifers
ran to 430.00. Paul Hooysma sold his 469 b steer calves to 880.00 and 437 Ib
heifer calves to 690.00. Dean and Brenda Maxwell’s good 702 1b black steers saw
630.00. Fraser Ranches’ 930 Ib quality replacement heifers brought 420.00. Frolek
Cattle Company’s 1,406 Ib kill cows made 240.00. Mitchell Cattle Company’s
2,130 Ib kill bull hit 287.50. Indian Gardens Ranch sold a ring full of 1,862 b
butcher bulls to 281.00 and 975 Ib heiferettes to 360.00. Barry Brady’s nice fat cows
fetched 246.50 at 1,536 Ib. Copper Mountain Stock Farms sold 1,415 1b cows to
240.00. Squaw Valley Ranch’s Charolais bull came in as muscled up as could be at
2,200 1b and topped 285.00, and their fat 1,430 Ib butcher cows hit 249.50. Thanks to
everyone for another super week in Kamloops. We roll again Tuesday, May 19th, and
the crew will be here ready to receive your cattle on Victoria Day.
